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RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BOARD OF THE BAKERSFIELD CITY SCHOOL DISTRICT REGARDING THE ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW OF THE:

Chavez Elementary School Relocatable Classrooms Project

1. Authority and Reasons for Adopting Resolution

a. The California Environmental Quality Act of 1970 (“CEQA”) and the Guidelines for Implementation contained in Division 6, Title 14, California Code of Regulation (“Guidelines”) require this governing board to determine whether a particular activity is exempt from CEQA and, if not, whether it will have a significant impact on the environment; and

b. The District Superintendent’s designee has undertaken a preliminary review and study to determine whether the proposed Chavez Elementary School Relocatable Classrooms Project (hereinafter “Project”) is exempt from CEQA, and, if not, whether it will have a significant effect on the environment; and

c. As a result of that review (a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and hereby incorporated by reference), the District Superintendent’s designee has determined that the Project is exempt from CEQA.

2. What this Resolution Does

This Resolution authorizes filing of a Notice of Exemption pursuant to CEQA and the Guidelines.

3. The Proposed Project is Exempt from CEQA

This Board finds and determines that the Project is categorically exempt from the provisions of CEQA pursuant to sections 15302 and 15314 of the Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations.  Based on Exhibit “A”, the Project is also exempt from CEQA pursuant to Section 15061 (b) (3), Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations since it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the Project could have significant effect on the environment.  The District Superintendent’s designee will cause a Notice of Exemption substantially in the form of that attached as Exhibit “B” hereto to be filed both with the County Clerk and the Office of Planning and Research pursuant to CEQA and the Guidelines.

4.
Superintendent Authorized to take Necessary and Appropriate Action

The Board further directs and authorizes the Superintendent ‘s designee to take on its behalf such further action as may be necessary and appropriate to effectuate this Resolution.
