Report on Project

During the 1998-1999 school year, it was determined that the leased relocatable classrooms were in need of replacement due to age and wear of these classrooms. During the summer of 1999 and 2000, the District removed three (3) sub-standard rooms and replaced them with new relocatable classroom buildings. It was determined that the school site was in need of an additional classroom due to increased student attendance. Based on this information, the school was expanded by only one (1) additional classroom. This project is exempt from the requirements of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) based on the fact that the number of new expansion relocatable classrooms installed under this project does not exceed the maximum allowable amount of ten (10) relocatable classrooms that can be added at any one time to an existing school campus; nor does it increase the student population of the campus by 25%.
